THE PROJECT 
On July 24, 2008, NYS’s groundbreaking 

initiative will require all NYS Office of Alcoholism 

and Substance Abuse Services (OASAS) 

certified/funded addiction service providers 

to implement tobacco-free policies on their 

grounds and to integrate tobacco dependence 

interventions. To support chemical dependence 

service providers’ implementation of Part 856
